Scandinavian-Baltic Society for Parasitology (SBSP) 

Guidelines for Undergraduate student stipend 
Target group: undergraduate students in the biological science disciplines – biology, as well as human and veterinary medicine– planning to write their thesis on a subject within the field of parasitology.
Aim: to support undergraduate students (bachelor and master’s students) doing their research in parasitology in the Nordic-Baltic region. The subject of the project must be focused on parasitological studies, related to parasitic disease and/or epidemiology of parasites. This stipend is aimed at financially supporting activities related to: 
· travel costs for doing research and/or sampling;
· course attendance;

· technical or material support.
Requirements and criteria:
· The applicant must be or become a SBSP member during the period in which they receive the grant;
· The applicant must attach a signed short motivation/recommendation letter (maximum 200 words); from her/his supervisor/superior or the receiving institution stating how the activity promotes parasitology in the region.
Limitations: Maximum grant amount is EUR 2000. Applicants can only receive this grant once. 
Period of submission: From 1st of October until 1st of November and from 1st of April until 1st of May.
Implementation period: Within 2 years of receiving the stipend.
Reply: Applications will be evaluated by the SBSP board and the applicant(s) will be informed about the decision within 2 months from the submission deadline. 
Results: The final thesis should be submitted for sharing on the SBSP website and SBSP Facebook page. Alternatively, a full link to the thesis at the student’s educational institute can be provided. With respect to countries that do not have English as the chosen publication language, a report in English for promotion purposes should be submitted for publication on the SBSP website and SBSP Facebook page (guidelines for the report are attached).
The student must acknowledge in her/his thesis and in any publications based on the thesis work that the study was supported by or in part financed by “The Scandinavian-Baltic Society for Parasitology (SBSP) stipend for undergraduate students”. 
Risks: If the student does not finish his/her thesis within the stated time, the institution that has supported the application will not be able to receive further stipends or grants from the SBSP for a period of 2 years.

Guidelines for a summary report in English
Author guidelines:
The report should be written in a version of MS Word, adapted for the Windows operating system (DOC/DOCX file) using Times New Roman font.

Structure of the report:
A template with the correct font size and font for each section is given below. In brief, the report should contain a title section in addition to the main body of the text:
• Title of the article (font size – 14; bold; Small caps);

• Author’s full name(s) (font size – 12; bold; italic);

• Institution, Address, e-mail (font size – 10);
• Scientific impact: 1-3 short sentences regarding the major impact of the research (font size – 10; italic);

Text of the article.
It is recommended to divide the body of the text into the following sub-headings (font size – 12; line spacing –single):

Introduction,
Material and Methods, 
Results, 
Discussion,
Acknowledgements, 
References.
Pictures, charts and diagrams can be black and white or color and pictures should be saved in tif or jpg format.

Tables should comprise horizontal lines only. Figure and table headings should be able to stand alone and explain the figure/table without referring to the main body of the text. All these materials should have a number and a heading;
References (font – 12, line spacing – single):

References should be indicated in the text by giving the author’s surname with the publication year, e.g., (Turner 1990).
All the sources referred to in the text must be included in the References in alphabetical order, by the author’s (authors’) surname(s) (font size – 12; line spacing – single).
